SUBJECT: Review of Public Outreach

RECOMMENDATION: 
 
Receive presentation on draft A + B Public Outreach Effort. 
 
DISCUSSION: 
 
In January, the board directed staff and the consulting team to develop a public outreach 
process to receive input on a draft expenditure plan based on the Measure A+B strategy.  At the 
February SBCAG Board Meeting a contract amendment was approved for the Tramutola team 
to assist staff in implementing the public outreach program.  In early March, the consulting team 
offered the refined version of the Measure A and B expenditure plan for public review and 
comment.  From March 7th to March 30th, staff and the consulting team conducted the public 
outreach effort which consisted of 29 presentations to community groups and local agencies 
throughout the county. 
 
Fifteen presentations were made to south county groups, eleven to north county organizations 
and three to county-wide organizations.  In total more than 600 local residents attended the 
public outreach presentations.  Presentations were also made to all the City Councils and the 
Board of Supervisors; many of these meetings were also televised on local government access 
channels.  Four community workshops were held in Santa Maria, Solvang, Lompoc and Santa 
Barbara.  These workshops were extensively advertised in the Lompoc Record, Santa Maria 
Times and the Santa Barbara News Press and numerous news articles described the meetings.  
The Workshops consisted of a staff presentation of the existing Measure D expenditure plan, 
local agency allocations and the benefits of a local transportation sales tax measure, the poll 
results and an explanation of the draft Measure A and B proposal.  Following the presentations 
the public was encouraged to ask questions and offer comments regarding the issues.  In 
addition, sixteen community organizations and interest groups requested and received 
individual presentations. 
 
Attached are the letters received from members of the public, community organizations and 
local agencies commenting on the draft Measure A and Measure B expenditure plans.  Also 
attached is a list of outreach meetings and estimate of attendees.
