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HISPANIC POPULATION SUMMARY

The Census Bureau is required by federal directive to collect Hispanic population data.

All levels of government need information on Hispanic Origin to implement and

evaluate programs, such as the Equal Employment Opportunity Act, Civil Rights Act,

Voting Rights Act, Public Health Act, Healthcare Improvement Act, Job Partnership

Training Act, Equal Credit Opportunity Act, Fair Housing Act, Census Redistricting Data Program, and
others.

In 2000, Santa Barbara County had a total Hispanic population of 136,668 representing 34% of the total
population. The City of Guadalupe has the highest Hispanic proportion at 84%, and, the City of Solvang the
lowest at 19.9% of the city population.

The Hispanic population proportion for the various jurisdictions of the county has increased over the 10-
year period from 1990 to 2000.

The age distribution of the Hispanic and non Hispanic white population varies on a countywide basis. The
Hispanic population is younger overall. The non Hispanic white population is older.

There is a significant number of Hispanic residents in the City of Santa Maria and Santa Barbara who do not
speak English at all. In the City of Santa Maria, over 600 persons between ages 5 and 17 do not speak
English. Santa Maria and Santa Barbara combined have over 400 persons over the age of 65 who do not
speak any English.

A measure of overcrowding used in Census 2000 are households with 1.01 or more occupants per room. In
all jurisdictions, Hispanic households have a higher percentage of 1.01 or more occupants per room than
the White households. In some cases, such as the communities of Los Alamos, Isla Vista, and Guadalupe,
50% or more of the households can be considered overcrowded.

Median household income is higher for the non Hispanic white vs. Hispanic population in all communities ex-
cept the student community of Isla Vista and for Vandenberg AFB. The largest variation in median income
occurs in the communities of Santa Ynez, Los Alamos in North County and Montecito in the South Coast.

The labor force participation rate is at least 40% for the Hispanic and non Hispanic white categories. His-
panic females have the lowest participation rates in all communities with the exception of Montecito. His-
panic females have a higher labor force participation rate than non Hispanic white females and Hispanic
males have the highest labor force participation rate of all subcategories, including non Hispanic white
males.

The majority of school enroliment (40%-60%) for Hispanic students is in grades 1-8, while grades 9-12 and
college enrollment make up the remainder.

The number of disabled Hispanic persons is significant totaling 37,700 countywide with the Cities of Santa
Maria and Santa Barbara each having over 10,000 disabled Hispanic residents.

Countywide, 58% of Hispanics drove alone, 26.9% carpooled and 4.3% used public transportation. In gen-
eral, Hispanics carpooled more, 26.9%, in comparison to 15.8% of the total workforce. Carpooling is high-
est proportionately in the North County agricultural areas such as Los Alamos, Guadalupe, and Santa Maria
where workers may pool resources to get to the workplace.

Countywide, approximately 9,000 Hispanic residents arrived from a foreign country over the 1995-2000 pe-
riod. The City of Santa Maria and Santa Barbara account for the majority of these new residents.

La distribucién de edad de la poblacién hispana y no hispana varia en el condado. La poblacién hispana es mas joven.

La poblacién no hispana es de edad avanzada.

Hay un numero significante de residentes hispanos en las ciudades de Santa Maria y Santa Barbara quienes no hablan
inglés. En la Ciudad de Santa Maria, mas de 600 personas entre las edades de 5 y 17 afios no hablan inglés.

Combinadas Santa Maria y Santa Barbara tienen mas de 400 personas de 65 afios o mas quiénes no hablan inglés.

El numero de personas hispanas invalidas es significante con 37,700 en el condado con las ciudades de Santa Maria y

Santa Barbara teniendo mas de 10,000 residentes hispanos invalidos.

En el condado 58% de los hispanos operan coches solos, 26.9% utilizan “carpools” y 4.3% utilizan transportacion
publica. En general, los hispanos utilizaron “carpools” mas, 26.9%, comparado al 15.8% de la fuerza obrera total.
“Carpooling” es proporcionalmente mas alta en las areas agricolas en la parte norte del condado como Los Alamos,

Guadalupe, y Santa Maria dénde los obreros pueden agrupar sus recursos para llegar al lugar de trabajo.

En el condado aproximadamente 9,000 residentes hispanos llegaron del extranjero durante el periodo de 1995-2000.

Las ciudades de Santa Maria y Santa Barbara cuentan con la mayoria de estos nuevos residentes.

AGE DISTRIBUTION: The age distribution of the Hispanic and White population var-
ies on a countywide basis. The Hispanic population is younger overall as shown by the

higher proportion of Hispanics that are 0-17 years old. The White population is older
as shown by the greater proportion of those over 50 years of age.

The 22-49 age group is largest in the agricul-

tural (greenhouse) areas of Carpinteria Valley where there are larger proportions of greenhouse and
other agricultural workers.

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What is SBCAG?

The Santa Barbara County Association of Governments, or SBCAG for short, was established in 1966 as a voluntary council of gov-
ernments. SBCAG is an independent entity governed by a thirteen-member Board of Directors consisting of a city council represen-
tative from each of the cities within the county and the five members of the county Board of Supervisors.

SBCAG currently serves in the following capacities for Santa Barbara County:

Affiliate Census Center

SBCAG has been designated by the State Department of Finance to serve as the affiliate census center for Santa Barbara
County. As such, SBCAG serves as the conduit for government and public access to census data.

Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO)

SBCAG has been designated by the Governor as the agency responsible for all transportation planning and programming activi-
ties required under federal law.

Regional Transportation Planning Agency (RTPA)

Designated by the Secretary of the California Business, Housing and Transportation Agency, SBCAG is responsible for the
multi-modal transportation planning, programming, and fund allocation required by state statutes.

Local Transportation Authority (LTA)

As the Local Transportation Authority (LTA), SBCAG is responsible for administering the 1/2 cent county-wide sales tax au-
thorized by voter approval of Measure D in November, 1989, for local and regional transportation projects over twenty years.
Traffic Solutions

SBCAG also administers an interagency Transportation Demand Management (TDM) program that promotes ridesharing, pub-
lic transportation, biking, walking, telecommuting, and other transportation alternatives on a county-wide basis.

Service Authority for Freeway Emergencies (SAFE)

This program is responsible for the installation, operation and administration of the system of approximately 350 roadside call
boxes in Santa Barbara County. This system is financed by a $1 per year fee on all motor vehicles registered within the county.
Airport Land Use Commission (ALUC)

SBCAG is designated as the Airport Land Use Commission (ALUC) and is responsible for protecting public health, safety, and
welfare by ensuring that vacant lands in the vicinity of airports are planned and zoned for uses compatible with airport opera-
tions.
